COLLEGE ALGEBRA FUNDAMENTALS 

POETRY PROJECT

MATH POEM

OBJECTIVE:

Write a poem, at least fifteen lines long, about any subject except your math class, in which you incorporate at least twelve bolded words from your math textbook. This project is intended to introduce you to some of the major themes and terms used throughout this course. 
DETAILS:

TODAY, you are doing a first, rough draft of your poem.  Do your creating in your notebook or on scrap paper and then COPY your rough draft onto white lined paper.  Underline the math terms you have used. After you have chosen the math terms you will use in your poem, define them on the white lined paper. Submit today, whatever work you have done.  This POEM PROJECT is worth 50 points.  Today’s work is worth 20 of those points. 

At a minimum, I expect that at the end of class today you will have selected your terms and defined them and have some thoughts on the poems theme.

After I review your rough draft and definitions, I will return them to you.  The finished project is due Friday, September 4th.  Appearance of your final poem is worth 15 of those 50 points.  That means typed, word-processed, possibly some art work, etc.  All of these will enhance your project and thus your grade. Readings and presentations of your poems will take place on the due date. 
I expect that the theme and content of your poem will be appropriate so that I could read your poem to your parents and/or grandparents and they would not be offended.
